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Afterschool Program:  
¶ 39 children from 27 families attend our afterschool program, now a fully licensed NYS 
School-Age Child Care site as of Fall 2009. 88% attendance (local average 75%) 

¶ Reading program: Cameron kids read for 60,328 minutes in ’10. (approx 30,000 in ’09)    
¶ Weekly activities include:  science club, computer lab, cheer club, Wii fitness and DDR. 
¶ New Program roll-out: We now offer a math enrichment program similar to our read-
ing program with weekly activities and testing. Improvement was immediately seen in 
math fact retention.  

¶ New this year: We received grants from NextGen and the Palma Foundation to bring 
cultural activities to Cameron and increase our children’s exposure to the arts. Activi-
ties so far have included the zoomobile, paint your own pottery day, a performance by 
a juggling artist, a trip to RSMC and much more. Each activity was followed by related 
art projects with a talent show coming soon!
